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WERE YOUR ANCESTORS IN ONE OF THE WARS ?

If so, how do you know which war to research?

The below is only being mentioned as a quick guide to determine when, or if, your ancestor might have fought in one of the
several American Wars. Begin with your ancestors birth; when and where was he born. Once you know the approximate year
he (or she) was born, you can match it up to a particular possible war that he served in. This can give you clues about where to
start searching for that ancestor’s military records. However, keep in mind younger or older soldiers may have enlisted....or
even lied about their age to serve.

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On October 13, 2018 the descendants of David Hurst SLOAN & Emma STEELE SLOAN gathered at the
ancestral home of their great grandparents who first arrived in Ashland, Ohio in 1892.

The house and property, which is now owned by the city of Ashland, Ohio is
situated near the wooded area of Jamieson Creek and Siler Trails. In essence, it’s
located where Bank Street dead-ends into the Siler Trails. (The house basically
sits behind the Ashland Municipal Building on E. Main St.)

In October of 2018, the City of Ashland graciously provided these SLOAN
family descendants an in-depth tour of the home, including the inside of the house
and surrounding property of the farm their SLOAN ancestors bought in 1892 and
raised their family on. The birds-eye view (shown below, left) details the location
of various structures on the property. During the October tour the family
members took many pictures of the inside structure showing details of the rooms
and its deterioration over the years. However, the house which was built in 1846,
has held up well considering it’s age of 172 years.

One of the surprising things was to see the “beehive oven” that was
used in the early days of the house. These are the front and back views
of the oven. The back of the oven shows where the kettle would have
been hung. The square opening is where wood was shoved in. It was

told that there are only three of these left in the state of Ohio.
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Continued from prev. page - David Hurst SLOAN was born May 4, 1855 and Emma Mary

STEELE was born Apr 4, 1862, both being born in Latrobe,
Westmoreland Co, PA. They married in Latrobe Apr 4, 1882 and in
1892, with David H being 37, and Emma 30, they set out for
Ashland, Ohio. With them were their first three children, Robert,
Laura, & John. Emma was 3 months pregnant with son Merrill at
the time.

When he arrived in Ashland he purchased 131 acres, including
the house, that they would call their home until 1907 at which time
they moved to a farm near where the present Dollar General is
located on Main Street. (The SILER family moved into the house
and the property would soon be called “Siler Farm and Hatchery.)

Over the course of David & Emma’s lives, they would have six
children; Robert (1883-1971), Laura (1886-1920), an infant (born &
died in Latrobe 1889), John (1890-1956), Merrill (1893-1978), and
Homer (1896-1982). Emma died Apr 9, 1928 and is buried in the
David Hurst SLOAN Ashland Mausoleum. David H died May 6, 1938 and is buried Mary “Emma” STEELE

beside his wife. Today we have Sloan Avenue & Steele Avenue
named after these family names.

This property was previously owned in the 1840’s by the John YEISLEY
family and later became known as the Siler Hatchery. John YEISLEY built
the first wood-framed house on this property. Johnny APPLESEED stayed at
the home when YEISLEY’s lived there and planted about 20 apple trees.
Some are still standing today. In 1846, one of his daughters had the brick &
home built that is still standing today. (See prev. page aerial view for details).

John YEISLEY died at age 56 in 1843 and is buried on the property,
(shown at right). It is said there are six YEISLEY family members buried
there. However, as of 1979 there was only one stone visible and today, none.
Find-A-Grave lists his wife, Salome KEMMERER YEISLEY, there also.

Martin R. MASON 72d Birthday Celebration - Ashland, OH, Press 12 Oct 1882

"Martin R. MASON celebrated his 72d birthday October 11. His sister, Mary PROUDFIT, of Elkart county,
Indiana, by a strange coincidence, has her birthday on the same date - being four years older than Mr. MASON. She
and her daughter, Mrs. HOLSINGER, are now here on a visit. This afforded the numerous family, friends an
opportunity to 'surprise' with a birthday party these aged veterans in the warfare of life, which pleasant affair
occurred at the residence of Mr. MASON, on the Olivesburg road west of town.

“They were present, besides the members of Mrs. MASON's family, Andrew MASON, aged 83; Mrs. Elizabeth
BENNER, aged 77; Andrew PROUDFIT, aged 73; Martin MASON, (a cousin) aged 65; Mrs. Nancy SLOAN, aged
63; Lewis E. MASON, aged 61; Mrs. A. PROUDFIT, aged 53; Mrs. Martin MASON, Mathias HESTER, aged
62; Mrs. M. HESTER, Mrs. Lewis MASON, aged 50; Rev. M. F. WARNER and wife.

"The large company sat down to a beautiful dinner which was fully enjoyed. After some time spent in pleasant
reminiscences, Mr. MASON was invited forward to a seat in view of all, and in a few remarks by Rev. M. F.
WARNER, was presented the following: A beautifully embroidered pair of velvet slippers, present from Mrs.

(This is continued from the previous newsletter, Vol 37-#4) Have you
started your stories? As a continuation from the last newsletter, I’11
be giving you more ideas and suggestions of what you might want
to record from your own “Life Story”.

Storytelling used to be handed down orally from one
generation to the next. The Indians and tribes of Africa come to
mind as a perfect example of the genealogical usage of this gift.
This has become a lost art in today’s world....except for the likes
of Facebook, Twitter, Instagram, Pinterest, etc. These can also be
used for our recording of stories and memories (Another time—
another article).

At the 2014 RootsTech Seminar, noted genealogy educator
Judy RUSSELL, in her lecture “Just Three Generations”, discussed

1) PICTURES: Review your pictures; they will probably bring
up a fond memory or you can write about what prompted the
picture or who is in it and where it was taken (Holiday,
Vacation, Birthday, Anniversary, etc).
HEIRLOOMS: Do you have heirlooms you are saving to hand
down? Why not write about it or what makes it a special
memory. If you haven’t already, take some pictures of them
and record how they came to you and why they are special,
including history of the heirloom. (Remember an heirloom can
be an address book, Cookbooks and recipe cards, postcards,
Club membership medals & patches, old driver’s license,
Social Security card, Christmas card letters, autograph books,
scrapbooks, even old bills & receipts)
CHILDHOOD MEMORY: What is the oldest or happiest
memory of your childhood you have?
PARENTAL STORIES: Do you have special memories of
your parents. What did you love or dislike that they did.
Where & when were they born, siblings, and other family
members.
SPECIAL FRIEND: Do you have a special friend from
childhood (or even adulthood). Who was it; why were they
special to you?
WHERE LIVED: Do you remember a special place you
lived? Can you describe it, where it was, when you moved,
who you met?
WHO WERE YOU NAMED FOR: Was your first name or
middle name unusual? Were you named for someone in the
family, someone famous? Do you know who named you
(mother, father, grandparents)?
SPORTS: Do you have a special sports skill? What was it?
Where did you accomplish it? Do you have pictures of it?
What sports do you enjoy?
SCHOOL: What did you like or hate about school? Where
did you go to school? Did you have a favorite subject?
10) FAMILY: Do you have memories of your siblings, parents,
aunts, uncles, cousins.
11) PRANKS: Were there any pranks that you played when you
were young? Who were you with, who did you prank? Did
you get in trouble for it?
HOLIDAYS: Holidays always have some kind of fond
memories; whether it be Birthday, Anniversary, Vacations,
Christmas, Easter, Thanksgiving, etc. What was your favorite
holiday, and why? Where did it happen and when? Who was
with you and where were you?
HOBBIES: Do you have hobbies that you do now or when
you were younger? Do you have any samples of those hobbies
that can be shared?

I recently read that “In just one generation family history can
be lost “ I truly believe that is true. When the last sibling, or
parent, or grandparent dies or becomes too ill to remember the
stories and life experiences, the vast information that they have
collected over a lifetime is “lost”; yes, truly lost.

Remember this is YOUR “Life Story”, so you can chose
whatever YOU want to write about, what you want to hand down
to the next generation. Here is a list of 52 subjects that you might
want to write about, one idea each week.

14) OCCUPATION DESIRES: What did you want to be (or do)
when you grew up? Did you accomplish them? Who helped
or discouraged these goals? What struggles did you go thru in
achieving them or why did you not pursue them?
PETS: Did you have a pet when you were a child? Do you
have a favorite pet now? What was its name, what kind of pet
was it, age. Do you have pictures of the pet? What are some of
the memories?
BIO OF YOURSELF: You could record a short bio of when
& where you were born, who your parents, grandparents,
siblings were. Include your family’s birth dates if you have
them. Were you born at home or in a hospital (baby pictures)?
SIBLING STORIES: Do you have memories of your
siblings, some of the things they did? Do you remember who
they married, were you at their wedding, when was it?
FIRST JOB: Do you remember when you applied for your
first job and how you felt when you got the job? What was it
and who did you work for? What were your duties; how long
were you there?
YOUR CARS: Did you have a favorite car? Describe it.
How did you get it; how long did you have it? Any pictures of
it (with you)?
20) LEARN TO DRIVE: If you drive, how did you learn to
drive? Who taught you? How old were you?
21) FAVORITE SAYINGS: Do you have a favorite saying that
you have been known to throw out to the family?
22) FAVORITE BOOK OR MOVIE: Describe it. What is its
name, author, etc? Why is it your favorite? What about it
inspired/inspires you?
FAVORITE SONG, SINGER, ACTOR: Do you have a
favorite song to share? Is it a known song or a family handed-
down song. Reveal what it is, how you came to know it, what
impact it had on you. Same with a singer or an actor.
FAMILY RESEMBLENCE: Be it looks, actions, comments,
etc. Who reminds you of YOU? Have you been told that you
resemble one of your ancestors, cousins, aunts, uncles?
HISTORICAL EVENT: Do you recall an historical event
that happened in your lifetime that had a profound effect on
you? Explain what the event was, when it happened, how old
you were, where you were, how it affected you? (This could
be on a local scale or a global scale).
PASSION IN LIFE: What is it that makes you happy and
what makes you get excited? (Even if it is Genealogy).
FAVORITE ANCESTOR: Who was your Favorite
Ancestor? Why was he/she your favorite?  Was there
something about their life that touched you? Was it your first
Ancestor you discovered?

Did you relate to their struggle? We all have a favorite; who
was yours?
CHILDREN: List their full names and how many children
you had. Share some memories about each one of them.
Mention the sibling and how they got along based on the ages
and gender.
YOUR CHILD’S BIRTH: All parents have these memories.
What might have been unusual about this birth? What went
through you and/or your spouse’s mind at the time? Were
they early, late, on time? How did you choose your children’s
names. What are your memories of the pregnancy?
WHAT GAMES DID YOU PLAY: Name some of the
games you played as a child, including outside games, inside
board games, puzzles, etc? Who did you play them with;
siblings, parents? If it is a game no longer played, describe the
rules and how it was played. (These outside games will be lost
within a generation).
HOW DID YOU MEET YOUR SPOUSE: When & how
did you meet them? What are some of the memories of your
dating habits, places you went, things you did. Who proposed
and how? How long were you engaged? Where & when were
you married and who was in attendance. Do you have pictures
of these memories?
FAVORITE FOOD: Do you or does your spouse have a
favorite food you like or that you love to cook? Do you have
the recipe for it? Did your parents cook a special meal that you
always enjoyed? Was it of an ethnic background or from their
childhood? What foods do you hate or dislike? Do you or
other family members have any food allergies?
FAVORITE TOY or POSSESSION: Do you have a
favorite toy that you cherished as a child. Do you still have it?
Where did you get it from; a family member or friend?
Describe a toy that you remember. Do you have a picture of it
to add to your memory?
SCARIEST MEMORY: What is the scariest thing you ever
did or could not do? Who was with you and what were the
circumstances of the situation? What were you afraid of as a
child?
FADS: Do you remember any fads that have come and gone
that you remember most about? Hair styles, clothing, pranks,
foods, etc?
FAMILY TRADITIONS: Are there family traditions that
your family did on holidays, birthdays, or special occasions?
Were there any ethnic traditions that your family hung on to?
Anything that your family presently carries on as a family
tradition?
FAMOUS ANCESTORS OR FAMILY MEMBERS: Any
famous ancestors, or do you have cousins, aunts, uncles, who
might have been involved in politics, historical fame, or some
other notoriety? These can be positive or negative stories, but
remember when we share negative memories we must be
careful about what we say, unless we positively know the
facts.
FAMILY NICKNAMES: Do you remember family
nicknames? Did you have a nickname? Was one of your
siblings called by his nickname all his life? (Some maybe
never knowing his real given name.) Did your cousins, aunts,
uncles, parents have a pet name that was used within the
family. Do you know why these pet names were used and
where they come from?
OLDEST RELATIVE: Do you remember a relative from
your childhood that’s been gone a long time. What do you
remember about them? What was their name; what did you

call them? These relatives may not have even been “blood”
but family always included them. Tell what you remember
and when they passed?

LESSONS FROM YOUR PARENTS: Of all the things you
learned from your parents, which do you feel was the most
valuable?

HARDEST DECISION: What are some of the hardest
decisions you have had to make in your life? Were there any
mistakes you made along the way? What was the greatest
decision of your life?

PLACES YOU HAVE LIVED: Have you traveled much in
your life? Where have you lived? If you remember, give
approximate dates and locations. Do you have memories of
these places; how did they impact your life?

FAMILY OCCUPATIONS: What kind of work did your
parents and/or ancestors do? Were they farmers, salesmen,
office clerk, seamstress, nurse, hairdresser, professional, etc?
What made you decide to go into the field you did?
DISTINCT GENETIC TRAITS: Do you or your family
have any obvious or unusual genetic traits that run in your
family line? (Such as color-blindness, baldness, brown eyes,
etc.)?

HARDSHIP OR FAMILY TRAGEDY: Did your family
experience a hardship or tragedy that you remember growing
up and how has it impacted your life? Explain the best you
can how it affected you, your parents, your siblings, your
children.

COLLEGE/VOCATIONAL SCHOOL: If you went to
college or vocational school, describe where you went, what
you studied for, and some of your best and worst memories of
those years.

MEDICAL: What medical issues have you had? Any
surgeries or medical procedures you have had? Have any of
these been due to a heredity issue?

IMPORTANT PEOPLE IN YOUR LIFE: Describe some of
the most important people in your life and how they influenced
you and what you learned from them. (They might be family,
friends, business associates, etc).

GENEALOGY: When did you get interested in genealogy
and who was it that motivated this interest? What are your
hopes for your research lineage passion?

BUCKET LIST: Do you have a “Bucket List”? If so,
mention what they are and if you think you’ll achieve them in
your lifetime, and why they are important to you.

DO-OVER: If you could go back in time and do things over
again, what would you change?

ADVICE: What advice do you have that you would like to
see passed on to future generations?
